RETURN TO FLIGHT:

Return to Flight, the first shuttle mission since 2003, returned safely this morning on Tuesday, August 9. The
historic Return to Flight mission was led by Shuttle Commander Eileen Collins, the first woman Space Shuttle
pilot, and the first and only woman in history to command a shuttle mission. Return to Flight launches a new
era of NASA space exploration. The mission is the first step in NASA’s new Vision for Space Exploration,
which includes traveling to the Moon by 2015 and continued exploration of outer space.
